Risk Management Training Opportunities

“Safeguarding God’s Children” —Prevention of abuse of children and youth (“Children”)
This is the training required by the diocese since October, 2005, for licensing and for
compliance with the Policies for the Protection of Childen and Youth from Abuse.
This training is available online (Armatus). To enroll for the online training, contact your local

“Safeguarding God’ People” —Prevention of Sexual Exploitation and Harassment of Adults (“People”)
This is the NEW (2009) training required by the diocese for licensing and for compliance with
the Risk Management Policy for the prevention of adult sexual misconduct. This training is
offered to lay people as well as to clergy - All clergy are required to complete this training by
December 31. 2010. *“Safeguarding God’s People” is NOT available online.

Workshop Description:

The objective of the four hour workshop is to better understand and accommodate the needs of the
adult learner to support effective learning outcomes. Pedagogical approaches for adult learners will be
differentiated and specific techniques applicable both in and outside of the classroom environment will
be discussed. Best practices will be reviewed that enhance teaching skills by focusing on the needs and
expectations of the learner.

Dr. Rol Erickson is an Associate Professor in the School of Business at Belhaven University. He earned
his Ph.D. in Organizational Leadership at Regent University, received a Masters in Theological Studies
at Reformed Seminary, and a B.A. in Organizational Management at Warner Southern. He has taught
adult learners at several universities since 2000. His passion and call to equip God’s people for
effective leadership led to nearly ten years of previous service in the mission field. Pastoral
responsibilities have ranged from church plants in rural villages to providing pastoral care in a mega
church environment with over 8,000 weekly attendees. For the last decade consulting services for
leadership and organizational development have focused primarily on small business needs but have
also included well known companies such as Kodak’s photo finishing branch and workshops for
organizations such as McDonald’s corporate management
