(NOTE: There will be a processing plant at that intersection.)

* Drive under 1 mile to Lake Damon Road (Sun Pure Road ends); TURN LEFT (north)

1.  The undersigned hereby, on behalf of himself/herself and the minor releases, waives and discharges the

Diocese of Central Florida, Camp Wingmann, and the staff of the Central Florida Diocesan Choir

Camp, 2010, their employees, officers, and insurers (hereinafter Releasees) from any and all liability to

the undersigned or minor, for any and all damages, and any claim or demand on account of injury to the

person or property, including death of the minor.

2.  The undersigned hereby, on behalf of himself/herself and the minor, agrees to indemnify and hold

harmless Releasees from any loss, liability, damage, or cost that Releasees may incur.  The undersigned,

on behalf of himself/herself and the minor, assume the risk and responsibility for bodily injury, death

and/or property damage due to the negligence of Releasees.
